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PROJECT PHASES

Construction of the project is being built in two phases:

Phase 1 construction was completed in July 2014 —six
months ahead of schedule and under budget —and
consisted of the building of two bridges: The Veterans
Memorial Bridge over the Truckee River and the Clean
Water Way Bridge; and the new roadway from Greg
Street to south of Clean Water Way.

Phase 2 construction began in June 2015 and will be
completed in July 2018. This phase consisted of the
building of five bridges: Yori Drain, Boynton Slough,
RosewoodLakes, Mira Loma and Huffaker Narrows;
and new roadway from Clean Water Way south to the
existing Veterans Parkway/South Meadows Parkway
intersection.
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PROJECT OVERVIEW

The Regional Transportation Commission (RTC) of
Washoe County’s SouthEast Connector Project
involves more than 50 years of planning, engineering
and environmental analysis combined with extensive
public involvement. The SouthEast Connector will
provide a more efficient and safe alternative for
commuters who travel between south Reno and east
Reno/Sparks.

The new roadway — to be called Veterans Parkway —
will stretch 5.5 miles from the intersection of Greg
Street/Sparks Boulevard at the northern end, to the
existing intersection of Veterans Parkway/South
Meadows Parkway at the southern end. The road will
be three lanes in each direction, with new signalized
intersections at Mira Loma Drive and Pembroke Drive.
The posted speed limit, established by the local
jurisdictions, is 45 MPH throughout the corridor.
Additionally, the project enhances and improves

the environmental ecosystem in the Truckee Meadows
and offers recreational opportunities, including a
multi-use path that runs the length of the project.

CONNECTING COMMUNITIES

The SouthEast Connector will not only connect the
Reno and Sparks communities, but it will connect
people to jobs, businesses and recreation.

® There is projected population growth and
anticipated travel demand on I-80, I-580, South
McCarran Boulevard, Longley Lane, Greg Street
and Double R Boulevard by the year 2035. This
project will offer commuters another, more direct
route between south Reno and east Reno/Sparks
and will lessen congestion on these roadways.

® Provide an alternative route for emergency
responders (which currently does not exist today)
reducing their response times.

® (Create an efficient route for commuters in east
Reno/Sparks to access employment and retail
centers in south Reno.

RESTORING THE ENVIRONMENT.

Part of the project goal is to reestablish a healthy,
self-sustaining environment. Environmental
enhancements include:

® Removal of 3.8 million pounds of trash and debris
from the project site and residential view sheds.

® Adding native vegetation on renewed creek banks
to minimize future erosion, restore a natural stream
habitat, and provide additional wildlife habitat.

CREATING PROSPERITY

The SouthEast Connector delivers a significant
economic impact in our community by creating
construction jobs and providing future economic

opportunities for the movement of goods and services.

® Creates 250 direct jobs generating an approximate
$52 million in economic return; 1,200 indirect jobs
totaling approximately $11 million in additional
economic return. Since January 2015 Granite
Construction has employed:

- 20 military veterans

- 324 craft employees comprised of operators,
laborers, carpenters and masons from the
local unions

- Over 100 sub-craft employees comprised of
various trades from 54 different subcontracts
haulers, professional services and
service agreements

Allow commuters in south Reno to reach jobs in
Sparks, east Truckee River Canyon and the
Tahoe-Regional Industrial Center in Storey County.

Long-term benefits: over a 20 year period,
generalized public investment generates an
accumulated $3.21 of economic activity for every
$1 spent on infrastructure construction.

Significant business activity at the Tahoe-Reno
Industrial Center has created thousands of new
jobs, and the roadway will provide efficient south
to east access.
